REGION'’S 388 LAKES

In addition to the Nissan River, the Isaberg region offers a total of 388 lakes waiting
to be explored. Just a stone’s throw from Isaberg, you'll find Algustorpasjon. Here,
you can rent a canoe, kayak, or SUP and set out to discover the lake and its islands.

For more paddling adventures in stunning nature, don’t miss Norra
and Sodra Vallsjon or the charming lake system featuring

Storemalen, Mérkemalen, Skrivaregardssjon, Vathultssjon,
and Majsjon.

CANOEING AT FEGEN NATURE RESERVE

Fegen Nature Reserve, often referred to as Sweden’s southernmost wilderness, is a popular
destination for paddlers. Here, you can enjoy the tranquility, go fishing, swim, or simply relax
at a scenic campsite.

The nature reserve includes both Lake Fegen and its surrounding forests. Deep coniferous
forests enclose the lake, but in a few places, there are beech woodlands that are
incredibly beautiful during the spring budding season.

We recommend a stop at Sandvik, a hidden gem on the eastern shore of Lake
Fegen.

COMBINE CANOEING WITH
HIKING

For those who want to experience the Smaland landscape
in different ways, we recommend combining

canoeing with a hiking adventure.
GISLAVED

For example, you can paddle on the
Nissan River from Oreryd or Isaberg ol
down to Gislaved, then hike back along
Gislavedsleden, which is part

of the Smalandsleden trail.

FISHING

With its 388 lakes and streams,
the Isaberg region offers
fantastic fishing opportunities
all year round for both sport and
recreational fishermen.

In our
part of Smaland, you will find
some of Sweden’s best places
for birdwatching, such as
Draven and Store Mosse.

Isaberg, the largest MTB area
in southern Sweden, offers 25
marked trails, downhill and
flow trails as well as
Scandinavian’s largest pump
track. A true cycling paradise.

In the Isaberg region, there are
many hiking trails, both for the
adventurous and for families
with children.

GLAMPING

lake without a human in sight.

CANOE TRAIL NISSAN

Experience the enchanting nature of Smaland by canoeing on the Nissan, a waterway
that offers calm waters and beautiful surroundings. You can choose to explore shorter
sections of the trail or challenge yourself with a long-distance journey of approximately
72 km. Whether you are an experienced paddler or a beginner, Nissan provides a
peaceful and nature-close experience for everyone.

CAMPING AREAS WITH WIND SHELTERS

There are seven camping areas along the Nissan where you can stay overnight:

Oreryd, Algustorpasjon, Backshult, Bararyds By, Ronnegarden, Agard and Skeppshult. All these
camping areas have wind shelters, firewood, barbecue facilities, rubbish bins and toilets.

You need a canoe cheque to use the camping areas along the route.

Canoe cheques can be purchased at selected sales points along the Nissan.

At Varo in Algustorpasjon, there is also a campsite managed by the County Administrative
Boards of Sweden, as it is located within a nature reserve.

PADDLE DISTANCE BETWEEN WIND
SHELTERS

Oreryd (bridge) - Wind shelter Algustorpasjén 11 km

Wind shelter Algustorpasjon - Wind shelter Backshult 8 km
Wind shelter Backshult - Wind shelter Bararyd 7 km

Wind shelter Bararyd - Wind shelter Ronnegarden 25 km
Wind shelter Ronnegarden - Wind shelter Agard 12 km
Wind shelter Agard - Wind shelter Skeppshult 8 km

In total, it is approximately 72 km from Oreryd to Skeppshult.

CANOE TRIP
WITH OVERNIGHT
ACCOMMODATION

If you want to paddle a long distance over several
days, we recommend starting in Oreryd or Isaberg
and paddling down to Skeppshult. This takes
about 4-5 days. Along the canoe trail, you'll find
many lovely camping areas with wind shelters

where you can spend the night.

You need a canoe cheque to use the camping
areas along the route.

Canoe cheques can be purchased at selected
sales points along the Nissan.

FAMILY DAY OUT

For a delightful family day trip, you can start
your canoe trip at Isaberg and paddle down
to Gislaved. This stretch is 15—20 km long
with no lifts. You'll pass four camping areas
along the way where you can take a break in
magnificent natural surroundings.

Where the river passes the Smalandia
shopping area, you can take the canoes out
of the water and visit one of the restaurants
in the area. Then you can continue paddling
down the river and end your trip with a visit
to Gislaved Industrial Museum.

CANOE HIRE

If you haven’t brought a canoe, you can rent one at Isaberg
Mountain Resort, Hestra Guesthouse or the campsite
Horsjons camping in Smalandsstenar.

You can rent canoes and equipment at one location and
then hand them back at your destination. The rental
companies can transport the canoes to/from your start
point or end point. This service allows you to choose the
part of the route that suits you best.

THE NATURE ALONG THE NISSAN

What truly makes the Nissan unique is its beautifully winding course. Through the
slow, ever-ongoing geological process known as meandering, the river continually
reshapes itself, creating a living landscape where water and nature interact in
constant change. For the most part, the Nissan flows calmly and gently, offering a
sense of tranquility to those who spend time along its banks. The surrounding nature
is rich and vibrant, with a diverse range of plant and animal life. Here, you may often
spot deer and moose grazing near the water. As you travel along the Nissan, you will
also pass several fascinating nature reserves. Discover the impressive ancient rock hill
of Isaberg or explore the scenic areas of Varo, Etto, and Villstad kyrkby.

TIPS ALONG THE WAY

A canoe trip along the Nissan River offers more than just stunning nature — there are several
hidden gems that will make your experience even more memorable. Pull your canoe ashore
at Hestraviken and enjoy first-class food with a view of Lake Algustorpasjon. Meet the

peaceful cows grazing in the scenic Etto Nature Reserve, or take the opportunity to drink
crystal-clear water from Villstad Spring — just like King Charles Xl once did. Scan the QR code
for even more inspiring tips and experiences along the way.
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
